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Introduction

This Privacy Notice applies to all individuals who apply to be part of the Mid Copeland GDF Community Partnership Youth Group. We will process this information if you apply to be a member of the Youth Group and we will also use this information if you attend any Youth Group meetings or events in person. 

The aim of the Youth Group is to provide advice on effective strategies for the Mid Copeland GDF Community Partnership’s engagement with young people in the community and to ensure their voices are represented and their engagement needs are recognised and addressed.

This Privacy Notice explains what personal data we process, why we do so, our legal bases for collecting your personal data, and your rights in relation to this.

About us and this privacy notice

This Privacy Notice is provided by Nuclear Waste Services Limited ("NWS" or we” or “us”). Our registered office is located at Pelham House, Pelham Drive, Calderbridge, Seascale, Cumbria, United Kingdom, CA20 1DB, and we are registered in England and Wales (Company no. 13551995).

We are a ‘controller’ for the purposes of the UK General Data Protection Regulation and the UK Data Protection Act 2018 (“Data Protection Laws”). This means that we are responsible for deciding how we hold and use personal information about you. We are also registered with the UK Information Commissioner’s Office ("ICO").

We are committed to protecting the privacy and security of your personal information. This privacy notice sets out the standards you can expect from us when we collect, hold or use your personal information. 

We ask that you read this Privacy Notice carefully as it contains important information about our processing and your rights.

Changes to the Privacy Notice

We may change this Privacy Notice from time to time. Changes to the purposes for which we process your data will be highlighted to you. This Privacy Notice was last updated on the date specified above.

What information we collect

We collect information that you provide when applying for the Youth Group. The information may include the following categories of personal data (not exhaustive):

· If successful, we may take photographs of you at events which you attend (subject to completion of a consent form)
	· Reasonable adjustments to attend events




Why we use your information

We use your personal data in the following ways and for the following purposes:
· Initial application data: We need to know certain pieces of information about you to process your application. We will collect this data from you in the following ways:
· Online, if we obtain information directly from you when you complete an application form.
· Over the phone/meeting, if we obtain information directly from you during a screening call or an interview.
· Successful applicants: If you are successful in your application, we will need to collect further information from you to ensure that you and other people are safe when attending events, which may include reasonable adjustments. We will collect this data from you in the following ways:   
· Online, to arrange your safe participation in workshops and events
· In person, if we obtain information directly from you during a workshop.

Lawful grounds for processing

Basic Personal Data
We rely upon the following legal bases under Article 6 UK GDPR to process your personal data:
· Public task - NWS can carry out data processing activities if the processing is necessary for us to perform a task in the public interest for official functions, which have a clear basis in law, such as developing a Geological Disposal Facility (GDF).
· Consent - Sometimes we would like to use your personal data in a way that is entirely optional for you, such as sending you regular news and communications or taking photographs at events which you attend. On these occasions, we will ask for your clear consent to use your personal data. If you no longer wish to receive the information or would like us to delete any photographs, please click the “unsubscribe” link in the emails or contact us using the details in the “How to contact us” section to withdraw your consent. You can do this at any time.

Special Category Data

Where we process special category personal data, we rely upon the following conditions under Article 9 UK GDPR:
· Substantial public interest (statutory purposes) - We process data about your dietary and accessibility requirements because the processing is necessary for reasons of substantial public interest under Article 9 UK GDPR. Our condition under the Data Protection Act 2018 is Schedule 1, Part 2, Paragraph 6: statutory and government purposes, with the relevant statutory purpose being our duty to provide reasonable adjustments under the Equality Act 2010. 

How we keep your personal data secure

We implement appropriate technical and organisational measures in order to protect your personal data against accidental or unlawful destruction, accidental loss or alteration, unauthorised disclosure or access and any other unlawful forms of processing. We aim to ensure that the level of security and the measures adopted to protect your personal data are appropriate for the risks presented by the nature and use of your personal data.

Organisations with which we share your personal data 

We may share personal data with the following organisations and for the following purposes:
· The Nuclear Decommissioning Authority (“NDA”), for general management and oversight purposes, as we are a wholly-owned subsidiary of the NDA. We may also share personal data with other entities within the NDA group, including the Community Partnerships & Committee on Radioactive Waste Management (CoRWM). 
· Like any business or organisation, we use third party suppliers to assist with our operations such as event management, web page hosting, and other IT services. These third parties will process your personal data in order to carry out their services for us. We take steps to ensure that our service providers process your data in accordance with the Data Protection Laws, only use it in accordance with our contract with them and keep it secure. 

Other than as stated above, we do not share or sell your personal data to third parties, unless required to do so by law or unless we have your consent to do so.

Transfers of your personal data outside the UK 

The service providers that we share your personal data with may, from time to time, transfer personal data outside the UK or European Economic Area. Any such international transfer of your data will be carried out in accordance with the Data Protection Laws to safeguard your privacy rights and give you remedies in the unlikely event of a security breach. Retention and deletion of your personal data

We only retain your personal information for as long as we need it in order to provide you with the service you have requested from us. 

Successful Applicants

· We will keep your data for 6 months after your Term on the Youth Group is complete

Unsuccessful Applicants

· We will keep your data for 1 month after confirmation that you have not been successful to allow for feedback.

At any time, you can ask us to remove your personal information from our systems by contacting us via the details in the “How to contact us” section.

Your data protection rights

You have the following rights under the Data Protection Laws:

· The right to be informed about our processing of your personal data
· The right of access to personal data relating to you (Data Subject Access Request)
· The right to correct any mistakes in your personal data
· The right to request that we erase your personal data in certain circumstances. 
· The right to prevent or limit your personal data being processed
· The right to data portability  
· The right to object to processing of your personal data 
· The right not to be subject to a decision based solely on automated processing, including profiling 
· The right to ask us to stop contacting you with direct marketing or newsletters
· The right to withdraw your consent

If you would like to exercise your rights, please contact us using the details set out above in the “How to contact us” section. Please note that exceptions are applicable to some of these rights which we will apply in accordance with the law.

We will respond to any request to exercise your rights within a month of receiving your request, unless the request is particularly complex, in which case we will respond within three months. If we need to extend the deadline to three months, then we will inform you of this when we acknowledge receipt of your request.

When you provide us with personal data, we will process it in accordance with the Data Protection Laws.
